(b) Pavilion Survey and Future
To note the actions taken and arrangements made regarding the repairs to the Oakfield Park Pavilion roof under the delegated powers in place during the summer recess being – 

· as required under the Council’s Financial Regulations, quotes were sought from four contractors; however, as only two responded, it was agreed that no attempt would be made to obtain further quotes and the Regulations waived on this occasion 
· the quotes were considered in depth and, following a focused meeting with the preferred Contractor attended by the Clerk, Councillor Mann and the proposed roofing material manufacturer, the contract was awarded to The London Roofing Group Ltd at a final agreed cost of £28.750 which includes the installation of required additional support and the innovative roofing material being charged at cost price only 
· the proposed roofing material is a new form and as at today’s date has not been fire-tested but there is no expectation of the test failing and will be reflected in the guarantee when received 
· a payment schedule is awaited 
· the work is guaranteed for 10years and the roofing material for 20yyears 
· the Contractor is liaising with the Solar Panel Company regarding the removal and subsequent replacement of the panels 
· the work is due to commence on 30th September with the reception of ‘tin-roofed’ scaffolding and is expected to take two weeks to complete 
· agreement has been given to the storage of the solar panels in the Pavilion Committee Room and the roofing material in the Main Hall (with protection for the flooring) 
· the Cricket Season will have ended and the Football Club have been advised of the work but the Contractor has confirmed that the external toilets will remain accessible. 
· the Clerk will mainly work from home during the period of disruption 
· the site will be defined as a ‘hard-hat’ area during the work and therefore to enable the Groundsman to use the Pavilion the required headwear will be provided
